NEGBOA held the second annual 
Dinner/Meeting.  Many of our members could 
not attend because of travel and previous 
commitments; however we still had a good 
crowd of 32 members that enjoyed a great 
dinner and a very enjoyable night of 
comradeship, as can be attested to by 
Marriott’s cocktail lounge staff that 
continued to serve some of the diehards 
(Joyce and myself included) hours after the 
planned event was over.

Margaret had not originally planned 
to provide a travelogue but was coaxed into 
it once we realized that she had a number of 
pictures from their trip. 

 
An item that was brought to our attention by Howard Mason during the meeting was the 
Broadwater LNG Import Terminal proposed to be built in western Long Island Sound.
